CODE OF CONDUCT

The applicant for membership in a Congregation B’nai Tikvah Youth Group (Makor, Kadima, or USY) agrees to be bound by the

following Code of Conduct at all times, including during free time, during transportation to and from events and during home
hospitality events and programs:

1. SAFETY. The safety of all participants is of primary importance. No one may act in any manner that is dangerous or
hazardous to his or her own safety, or to the safety of any other program participant.

2. RESPECT. (a) The rights and feelings of all program participants must be respected at all times. Conduct disrespecting the
rights and feelings of other participants will not be tolerated at any time. (b) All property rights are to be respected, including
personal belongings, facilities, equipment. (c) Each participant will respectfully cooperate with every staff person, including

volunteer staff, and will otherwise adhere to all rules established for the event.
3. ATTENDANCE AND PARTICIPATION. Only those registered for the event or activity are permitted to attend, and

attendance by others is by approval of the event director, based upon space availability. Participation in Youth programs and
activities is limited to Jewish individuals.
